With the sticker shock pro-
gram, liquor stores and conve-
nience stores in Roslindale are
contacted and asked if they
would participate in a program
where six teens go in and put
stickers on multi packs of beer
and wine, warning about the
penalties for providing minors
with alcoholic beverages.

“I think a lot of kids are get-

ting in trouble for it (alcohol),
fights and auto accidents,” she
said. “I think we just need some
education and some awareness
about it.”

On Thursday, from 4-6 p.m.,
the Rossie Reps and RMCA
will host an activity filled af-
ternoon at the Roslindale Com-
munity Center. There will be
games and prizes. It is an op-
portunity for young people to
get together and have fun in a
safe way after school.
